Build a framed document that looks as in this figure.

The left frame provides a table of contents for five different documents whose contents will be displayed in the right frame upon a mouse click on a given item in the left frame. The links in the left frame can be simple anchor tags. You may use CSS to display borders around the anchors and to remove the default underlines, but you do not have to. 
The first document will be a simple html document about you. It should contain information such as your name, major, and any other information you would like to list. It also should include links to at least three of your favorite web sites. Choose a background color or image for this page and make sure to use a text color that is suitable for the background.
The second document will be a nested list of all the computer science courses you have taken during each semester. The upper level list will be an unordered list of the semesters and underneath each semester there will be a numbered list of the computer science courses you have taken during that semester. Example is as follows:
· Spring 09
1. CSC 365 Internet Programming
2. CSC 450 Software Engineering
· Fall 09
1. CSC 325 Data Structures and Algorithms
2. CSC 335 Database System Concepts
3. CSC 421 Numerical Analysis
4. ...
· Spring 07
1. CSC 131 Intro. to CS I

The third document is a table that contains your schedule of classes for this semester. You can include other information in this table such as your work hours if you would like.
The fourth document is an image map of your choice. The map needs to have at least three hot spots (create the hot spots on the top part of the image if you use a large image). Each hot spot should open a different document and should use a different shape.
The fifth document is a form. The title of the form should display "What Are Your Favorite Things?" Form results should be sent to your e-mail address. At a minimum the form should contain the following: 

· Text boxes to accept the person’s name and e-mail address.
· A pull-down menu of selections with options corresponding to the person’s favorite season of the year.
· Radio buttons with options corresponding to the person’s favorite color.
· Check boxes corresponding to the person’s favorite day(s) of the week.
· At least one fieldset (with a legend) element for grouping related form controls together.
· Submit and reset buttons.

Upload your solution to your CSC365 eccentric folder in a subfolder named HW1. Name the main file main.html. Include your name and the name of your eccentric folder as a comment in every file. Also hand in hard copies of your files in class on the due date. Make sure to test your files after you upload them to eccentric.
