· Historical Information +2 
All historical information is accurate and in chronological order. 
At least one event is described and with lots of detail. 

· Point-of-view +1 
Point-of-view is consistent with Sacagawea's character, including her feeling and emotions. Entry clearly conveys how Sacagawea might have reported the events. 
· Sketches +1 
Sketches/illustrations have lots of detail and are at least 2” x 2” (of course, larger is also appropriate).
· Capitalization and Punctuation +1
Writer makes very few errors in capitalization and punctuation. 

· Neatness +1 
Journal entry is legible, printing or cursive is used, and it is extremely easy to read. 
Writing was done with care and neatly. 

· Sentences & Paragraphs +1 
Sentences and paragraphs are complete, well-constructed and of varied structure. 

· Grammar & spelling (conventions) +1 
Writer makes few errors in grammar or spelling. (This discounts using "broken" English in a way that might fit Sacagawea's speaking, as long as it is done in a consistent manner.) 
· Paper is labeled +1 
Paper is labeled with Name#, chapter # in upper right corner, and if several pages are used, they are handed in stapled in the upper left-hand corner with just one staple. 

· Journal is labeled +1 
Journal labeled with historical date, including approximate month and year, weather report (approximate temperature, conditions, etc.)  Very often his information is inferred from the text.
